Adopt Previous Board Meeting Minutes:  December minutes were approved with corrections.
Open Testimony:  
OUNC Operations Report: Frank Planton provided copies of the operations report to all board members present for the month of December.  Incoming calls for the month was 12,073.  Outgoing tickets were 80,354.  Total number of subscribers: 963.

Average seconds to answer (ASA) for December was 12. 
Frank went over the billing summary for December.  Total revenue for the month was $21,766.90.
Kevin Stephens brought up discussion regarding ways the board could increase damage reporting either through incentives or by using the Center as a way to gather damage statistics. 

The Board agreed to a proposal offered by OCC to bill the Board through the end of February as agreed to last year.  At that point, OCC will continue to offer the service to Oregon Members for free to the Board and their members for 90 days.  At that point in time the Board will look at the number of members using the system and decide if it is worth continuing the service for a charge to the Board or offering the option to members who want to continue use the system to pay for it directly. 

The Board worked on setting the meeting schedule for 2009.  A revised schedule will be sent out with next months meeting notice.
